The Sound of Music: Film sets
LOCATIONS IN SALZBURG CITY CENTER
While strolling through Salzburg's Old Town, The Sound of Music fans will find themselves reminded of the film's scenes at every turn. Most filming locations are within walking distance of each other. 
· Mirabell Gardens: This baroque park, adorned with statues, elaborate flower beds, hedges, arches, and fountains, was built in 1606 by Archbishop Wolf Dietrich for his lover Salome Alt and their 15 children. Maria and the children dance and sing "Do-Re-Mi" up and down the steps here, with the Pegasus Fountain and various statues in the background.

· Residenzplatz: Located in the heart of the Old Town, Residenzplatz features the 15-meter-high Residenz Fountain, made from Untersberg marble, which was constructed between the two residences under Archbishop Wolf Dietrich. Maria sings "I Have Confidence" on this square and playfully splashes water on the marble horses at the fountain.

· Nonnberg Abbey: Founded in the 8th century AD, Nonnberg Abbey is the oldest nunnery north of the Alps where Maria Kutschera was actually a novice. Located beneath Hohensalzburg Fortress, it is featured in the film with the nuns singing "Maria" at the opening and in the escape scene where the family is hidden by the nuns within the abbey's ancient walls. The church and cemetery can be visited, the abbey is closed to public.
· St. Peter's Cemetery: Known for being one of the oldest and most beautiful cemeteries in the world, the catacombs carved into the Mönchsberg rock are a notable attraction with Christian origins. The dramatic escape scenes were filmed here.

· Felsenreitschule (Horse Riding School): Originally a quarry providing stone for Salzburg Cathedral, the Felsenreitschule was built in 1693 by Archbishop Ernest von Thun as a riding school. Today, it serves as a theater and venue for the Salzburg Festival. The Trapp family participates in a singing competition here. The film features performances of "Do-Re-Mi," "Edelweiss," and "So Long, Farewell," and the family escapes from the Nazis just before they can receive the main prize for their performance.

· Pferdeschwemme: Opposite the Festival Hall, this historic horse trough was constructed in 1695 by Austrian architect Johann Bernhard Fischer von Erlach as a washing and watering place for the Archbishop's horses. It appears in the scene where Maria, leaving the abbey to take care of the Trapp children, sings "I Have Confidence."
LOCATIONS NEAR SALZBURG CITY CENTER
These Sound of Music filming locations are easily accessible by public transportation or bike within minutes from the city center.

· Frohnburg Palace: This baroque palace from the 17th century served as the exterior of the Trapp family villa in the film. Key scenes include Maria's arrival at the villa, the Captain removing the swastika flag, and the family's escape attempt. The Frohnburg Palace is operated by the University Mozarteum and closed for public.
· Hellbrunn Palace Gazebo: Hellbrunn's pleasure palace, built in 1612 by Markus Sittikus, features the Sound of Music Pavilion, which was reconstructed near the Renaissance-era water features. The pavilion was used for the romantic scenes with the songs “Sixteen Going On Seventeen” and “Something Good.” 

· Leopoldskron Palace: One of the most beautiful Rococo buildings in the Salzburg area, Schloss Leopoldskron was built in 1731 by Archbishop Leopold von Firmian. It is currently privately owned by the NGO Salzburg Global Seminar and operated as a hotel. Scenes filmed here include the "coffee party with pink lemonade," the boat rowing scene, and the argument between Maria and the Captain. The Venetian Room was recreated for the ballroom scenes in Hollywood studios. 

LOCATIONS IN THE SALZBURG REGION
· Untersberg: With its nearly 2000 meters elevation, Untersberg offers spectacular views. The mountain appears twice in the film: in the opening scene where Maria sings "The Sound of Music," and at the end during the escape scene as the family flees to Switzerland while "Climb Every Mountain" plays. Many early sequences were filmed on Untersberg. 

· Mondsee Basilica: Dominating the small town of Mondsee, the basilica was once the center of a significant monastery founded in 748 AD and influenced regional culture for over 1000 years until its dissolution in 1792. The wedding scene in The Sound of Music was filmed here, showcasing the impressive church organ. 

· St. Gilgen: This picturesque village on Lake Wolfgang in the Salzkammergut is known for its connection to Mozart, as it was the birthplace of his mother Anna Pertl and the place where his sister Nannerl died. The village appears from an aerial view at the beginning of the film. 

· Schloss Anif: This 19th-century Gothic castle, originally built as a summer residence for the Bishop of Chiemsee/Bavaria, is now privately owned by the Moy family. Historically significant as the place where the last Bavarian King Ludwig II abdicated, it appears in aerial shots at the beginning of the film. Note that no tours are available.
