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Salzburg: 60 Years of The Sound of Music
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For decades, The Sound of Music has been one of the main tourist attractions of the city of Salzburg. Around one billion people worldwide have watched the film, and more than 350,000 movie fans are estimated to visit Salzburg each year to see the filming locations of the famous movie on the von Trapp family.

The city of Salzburg as the unique backdrop of The Sound of Music has gained worldwide fame for the iconic film sets such as the Mirabell Gardens or the Old Town. As early as the 1970s, cinephiles began traveling to the city to see the filming sites of the Hollywood blockbuster with their own eyes. Filming took place in 1964 in the city and its surrounding areas, and the following year the musical film, starring Julie Andrews and Christopher Plummer, won five Academy Awards. While the film is barely known in German-speaking countries, many of the melodies and song lyrics by Rodgers and Hammerstein have become cultural references.

Following the true story of the von Trapp family and exploring the success of the musical film can be experienced in many ways through the rich program offered, in celebration of the 60th anniversary. Performances at the Salzburg Marionette Theatre and the Salzburg State Theatre provide an entertaining retelling of the von Trapp family's story, while bus and bike tours take visitors to the original filming locations. In celebration of the 60th anniversary in 2025, the existing offerings have been expanded to include special exhibitions and culinary experiences, combining leisurely tours of the lakes region near Salzburg, hands-on cooking classes, and active bike tours led by singing guides.
